To avoid being marked tardy for first block,
K-12 students must be in the sanctuary by
8:00 am.

BBCA Middle and High School students have the opportunity to earn exemptions from
semester exams in one or more classes. Please review the important details below with

your student(s).

Spring Semester Final Exams
e Dates: May 15-16, 2025

¢ Attendance Cutoff: Absences will count against exemptions through May 14.

Parents can monitor student absences and tardies throughout the semester via

MySchool Worx.

Attendance Requirement

No more than 5 absences in the block.

No more than 5 tardies in the block.

A student with more than 5 absences or tardies in the
class is ineligible for all exemptions.

Grade Requirement Grade of 80 or higher

No ISS or OSS. No office referral for academic
Behavior Requirement dishonesty that results in a behavior or academic
consequence.

Other Considerations

All fines and fees must be paid.
Unexcused and parent notes also count as an absence.
